understanding of the local flood risk
•	 Minimising impacts on water quality
•	 Preventing new management measures 

from causing negative flood impacts to other 
locations 

•	 Requiring minimal cost to Council and the 
community.

What’s next?
We are currently reviewing the submissions we 
received during community consultation.

The feedback received will help us develop the 
draft study and plan, which will go on public 
exhibition for the community to have their say 
once again.
